State Deputy Message
· State Dep. attended a regional meeting hosted by the Supreme Membership Director.  Theme revolved around "Why do we sell our product" and "How do we sell our product".

· Increasing membership is needed to cover losses due to death.  Since Jan. 1, 2022, there have been 190 deaths/day across the Order.

· A new book is coming out that Supreme is asking every Knight to obtain.
