Until the budget committee meets to prepare the next budget, these payments are suspended.  If payments were made as planned our final balance would be $7,782.13. The draft proposed budget for 2022-23 is $17,178 but will need further review before it is presented to the council for approval.

· Jay Benson gave a status of the ash remains of Bro. Patrick Benner.  Thus far, sufficient donations have been received to cover the cost for the Columbarium niche.  A move to complete this process is dependent on acquiring funds for the engraving.
